Mansefield House is a fine Grade B listed Victorian house
built circa 1840 which retains many original features.
Large gracious reception rooms with high ceilings and
ornate cornicing lend themselves to entertaining, while the
main character of the house is warm, comfortable and
homely.  A large dining room with wood burning stove,
large sitting room and spacious kitchen with range cooker
comprise the main rooms of the house. There is also a
games room with a 6x3ft snooker table, with doors leading
to the patio and garden.

The house stands in an elevated position with large private
gardens, situated on the shores of Loch Long, with
uninterrupted views of Loch Long and the Arrochar Alps.
Loch Lomond lies 2 miles to the East.
