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I HAVE just found
paradise a stone’s
throw from the busy
A82 at Loch Lomond.
Nestling in the rolling
countryside, in the
grounds of Auchenden-
nan Farm, is a
cracker of a coun-
try cottage only
200 yards from
the loch shore.
And it’s here
that I spent a
blissful weekend
with friends, sim-
ply getting away
from it all.

Elegant
It’s five-star lux-
ury for a fraction
of the cost.
Recently renovated, this
deceptively spacious
cottage has all the olde
worlde charm from the
outside — yet the interior
is modern, elegant and
chic.
The massive 600 square-
foot living room and open
plan kitchen lead out
through double French
doors onto a large deck-
ing entertainment area
that was complete with

sunken hot-tub and gas
barbecue.
In early August, I was
in that hot-tub, staring
dreamily into the distant
haze of a rare summer’s
morning. I could’ve been
on the moon. There
wasn’t a soul around.
And there’s no traffic

because the access drive
is only for the farmhouse
and cottage.
Rain was never very far
away, but I was prepared
for anything that the Scot-
tish summer could throw
at me.
By tea-time a storm
was raging, with rain
crashing off the cottage
windows.
I turned on the 50-inch
plasma Sky TV, lit a log
in the wood-burning
fireplace, and settled on
the sofa for a bit of telly
and a glass of chilled
white wine.
That evening, I was

hosting a birthday dinner
for six.
Easy peasy.
The state-of-the-art
kitchen accommodated
everything within reach
and in no time the table
was laid and my guests
were arriving for an over-
night stay.
The three bedrooms are
all ensuite with their own
mains pressured power
showers.
And the cottage is all
on one level — which
makes it perfect for dis-
abled visitors.
In fact, the sizeable
shower rooms and living

space is particularly good
for those in wheelchairs.
I stayed from Friday
until Sunday and was
sorry to leave such a
restful and beautiful loca-
tion. It was perfect.
But next time I’ll be
using it as a base to
check out the surrounding
area.
Cameron House Hotel,
the popular Cruin Restau-
rant and the Duck Bay
Marina are all within
walking distance.
It’s also great for explor-
ing Loch Lomond and the
Trossachs National Park.

Luxury
Auchendennan Farm
Cottage is ideally suited
to larger groups — like
families and reunions —
and for luxury that’s
priced lower than most
three-star hotels if we’re
all splitting the costs. I
know where I’d rather be.
And if you’re willing to
splash out, it’s the perfect
retreat for a romantic
weekend for two.
This is a newcomer to
the holiday market — so
get in early before every-
one wants to live opposite
the loch.
